More clues, that helps. To me it sounds like it might be a preamp power supply problem. The
power amp still thumps, neither channel passes signal and no reverb crash.

The low voltage power supplies are located on the power amp pc board. Check to see that you
have + and - 8 volts dc coming out of the regulators. Try probing the board with the well known
chopstick and see if you can make the problem return.
