When i was playing with it regularly i used a Boss overdrive with it that sounded pretty good (albeit
with a little feedback.
I found that it actually sounded louder at higher volumes without the stomp box then with it.

Unfortunately i don't have either a cover or a footswitch.

If you put a multi effect pedal or set of stomp boxes in front of it, you will not sell it and never buy
anything else. Do not use the on board effects and use (looking at the front) right hand channel. A
K50 will make a Marshall stack cry and is only 25 watts. A K100 is more than enough amp to play
without using a mic anywhere you would play for any kind of music.
