The speakers wired from factory would be parallel for the 6 ohm total load. Wire the speakers in
series will get you a 24 ohm total load which should lower the volume. As far as the Fogerty
sound, you will have to experiment. John's original K200A-4 amp has both tremolo and vibrato
and can be mixed together. Your amp just has vibrato.
