Depending on what that last digit is it may have been made in mid or late 73.

Being a 73 the tuck & roll will have a corse grain texture to it if it's black, and it's speaker cabinet
will have a straight front, as in the depth of the bottom and top will be the same, and the grill cloth
will have silver strips in it.
